Applications for admission to Graduate School should be submitted by online only.

Please verify the accuracy of personal information on the required form as the applicant will take full
responsibility for errors of information and contact interruption. Admission will be cancelled if there are
any false statements in the submitted documents or if applicant's academic performance is deemed

unsatisfactory.

[ Submission of Documents ]

Original documents should be submitted. If not, copies must be authorized by the institution that
issued documents or notarized by a public notary in the country where the document was issued.

All the documents in languages other than Korean or English must be notarized and translated into
English or Korean. Notarization must be done in the country where the document was issued.
Submitted documents will become the property of CNU and will not be returned to the applicants.
The application fee is non-refundable. And if any of the submitted materials contain false information
or any applicant obtain approval of admission through an unfair way, his/her admission will be
rescinded.

The admissions staff has the right to require additional documents from applicants, should there be
any need to clarify the eligibility or to verify the authenticity of the submitted materials.

Completed application materials will only be accepted if the documents arrive well before the
